Secretary's Minutes: Gary made a motion to approve the minutes from the February meeting. Mike seconded. All approved.

Treasurer's Report: Fish Stocking balance $596.90, Tent Caterpillar balance $1,535.90, Total balance in Checking $3,808.30, CD #1 balance $3,719.43, CD #2 balance $20,460.00 Bills: Databae $150.00-$33.00 credit for a total of $117.00 due. (6 months website fee). Harlan made a motion to approve. Jim seconded. All approved.

Forest Tent Caterpillar Spraying: Reported by Linda. The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency recently issued a public notice of intent to issue a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System/State Disposal System Pesticide  Draft Permit in regards to spraying Forest Tent Caterpillars. The recent draft permit proposal is quite lengthy and somewhat confusing. Due to the response, the MPCA  has received from property owners, they have extended the deadline for public comments until April 6, 2011 and then will make their final ruling.   After talking with Benson Air Ag it is now my understanding that individuals will not be required to each get a permit for spraying, however, property inspections after the spraying takes place will be required of each property and so needless to say there is much paperwork to fill out, not to mention leg work! Doug Jackson from Benson Air Ag said that he could hire an Agronomist to do all the inspections and submit all required paperwork to MPCA. Of course there would be an additional fee. Due to the many variables such as unknown final ruling by MPCA, cost of spraying (fuel costs, cost of Agronomist, time frame, collecting monies from property owners, etc) it will be rather difficult to coordinate this year. After much discussion, Mike made the motion to dissolve the coordinating of FTC spraying this year. There are 23 property owners that will each be refunded $50.00 from the escrow account that were not sprayed last year and therefore entitled to a refund. Harlan made motion to approve. Mike seconded. All approved.

Newsletter: Jim has asked that all articles for the March newsletter be finalized and sent to Gloria Deick and Kathleen Lingor. (Pronto)!

Minnesota Waters: Greg obtained the financial report for their organization. Although we agree that they are a “worthy” organization, the Board has decided not to donate any monies at this time.

Jim will be contacting Douglas County Water Patrol to inquire if they would be interested in speaking at the meeting in regards to water safety.
