Treasurer's Report: Fish stocking balance = $3,370.00. General usage balance = $4,603.46. Total amount in checking = $7,973.46. CD #1 =  $3,810.00. CD #2 = $21,334.17. Harlan made the motion to approve the report. Bob seconded. All approved.

Bills: Post Office Box Rental $62.00. Stamps for mailing the Newsletter $44.00. (Approved via email 11/8/11 as we did not meet). Let's Go Fishing $200 for half of biffy rental at the North landing. Bob made motion to support. Mike seconded. All approved. Buns for the picnic $24.90 paid to Harlan. Myrna made the motion to approve. Mike seconded. All approved.

Soderholm Insurance: Liability insurance $295 for the year. Jim made the motion to pay for the entire year. Bob seconded. All approved.

DCLA Report: Karen informed the Board that there are mandatory classes for all commercial service providers that use equipment in lake. The purpose is to recognize problems such as possible Zebra Mussels, Erasion Milfoil, etc. Property owners are advised to ask the persons they hire as there is a fine if they have not taken the classes and are doing work in the lake. Karen reported that the tally for the 2011 watercraft inspection was 1200. DCLA might be purchasing their own pressure washer, but it is expensive and takes up a lot of space. In regards to short term rentals, Karen stated that Investors are buying up lake property and that there is a bill before the Senate/House(?) whether or not to take control out of the area  Counties hands. 

Ice Conditions: Lots of open water on the big lake. Discussed whether we should post signs due to the danger, but decided that is the Sheriff Department's job. Will make people aware, however, through our website.

Fish Stocking: Hasn't even started up yet according to Greg. Normally gets going in February. Little Latoka will be stocked this year.
